What fees will | pay?

We charge a percentage of assets under management for portfolio management services. These fees are
assessed on a quarterly basis, in arrears. You should be aware that the more assets there are in your account,
the more you will pay in fees. This means we have an incentive to encourage you to increase the assets in your
account.

In addition to our fees, you may incur additional fees and costs related to the investments in your account, such
as custodian fees, account maintenance fees, transaction costs, wire transfer and electronic fund fees, internal
management fees of mutual funds and other product related fees such as redemption fees. Please contact
help@forusall.com if you would like a copy of your Plan’s current Participant Fee disclosure.

You will pay fees and costs whether you make or lose money on your investments. Fees and costs
will reduce any amount of money you make on your investments over time. Please make sure you
understand what fees and costs you are paying.

What are your legal obligations to me when acting as my investment
adviser? How else does your firm make money and what conflicts of
interest do you have?

When we act as your investment adviser, we have to act in your best interest and not put our interest ahead of
yours. At the same time, the way we make money creates some conflicts with your interests. You should
understand and ask us about these conflicts because they can affect the investment advice we provide you.
Here are some examples to help you understand what this means.

e We pay employees for referring retirement Plan clients to us. This is a conflict of interest because we
have an incentive to pay referral fees so that the employees will refer Plans and their Participants to us
that they might not otherwise refer to us.

e We are fiduciaries to you. That means we are required to act in your best interest throughout our entire
advisory relationship.

You are encouraged to ask us questions including the following to
help you better understand our conflicts of interest: How might your
conflicts of interest affect me, and how will you address them?

How do your financial professionals make money?

Our financial professionals are compensated based on the amount of Plan assets they service and receive a
portion of the advisory fees paid by the Plan. This is a conflict of interest because our financial professionals
have an incentive to encourage a Participant to increase the assets in the Participant’s accounts within the Plan.

Our financial professionals also receive additional compensation when they obtain new clients for us. This is a

conflict of interest because it creates an incentive for our financial professionals to recommend our investment
advisory services to you.
